The cost of AFA club membership is:

Adult (18 years old or more at the time of joining): £50 per annum
Junior (Under 18 years old at the time of joining): £20 per annum
Family: 2" adult is 50% or £25, and 2™ or more juniors are 50% or £10 each.

The above club subscription fees may be reviewed by the AFA Committee at any
time. Affiliation fees to GNAS, SAA and WSAA are determined and fixed by
those bodies and must be paid in full and are not determined by the club
Committee.
